Thank you that you said your
creation is good. as we look to the good things you have given us, help them direct our attention and
affection to you. Help us honor with you everything we do today. amen.”

Ask, “What is one thing you learned on
sunday?”

Say something like, “I learned _______ and the
Lord is teaching me to ___________________.”

Ask, “how can you take what you learned and
use it this week to give god glory?

Fun time! (do any fun activity you’d like and
connect it to this week’s theme).

Take time to point out the beauty of the sunset
and of creation. Talk about how good god is
for creating such a beautiful scene. 

enjoy a meal around the table with no
phones/tv. Ask to hear stories about the day.
Listen and enjoy.

What do we learn about God in the very first
chapter of the Bible? What does it teach us
about who He is?

What are some of the elements of Genesis 1 that
help us see this is poetry (repeated words,
stanzas/“rhythms” to the passage)?

What’s the message of this “poem” of creation?

Genesis 2 retells a portion of the creation
poem of Genesis 1. What does ch. 2 add to our
understanding of God’s plans and purposes in
creation?

What does it mean to be made in the image of
God (Gen. 1:26-28)? How does that inform how
we live?

 FOCUS: GENESIS 1-2

After dinner, read Nehemiah 9 together. Discuss
the following questions:

Example: sit around a firepit in the backyard
and make smores around sunset.

connect it to the theme and ask open-ended
questions! Make it fun!
